Steps to map your Unix drive

(To save your information)

Steps:

1. Right click on “My Computer”

2. Left click on “Map Network Drive…”

3. In the folder pull down menu type your path to your Unix account

To get your path (Everybody has a different path):

A.) Log into your Unix account (Using Secure CRT or Putty).

B.) Then at the prompt type “pwd” and then press enter. The line that comes up is your path. 


Example:

If your path was:  /amd/tormenta/tormenta/pool1/salvini/username
Then what you type in the folder pull down menu:


\\cuda\pool1\salvini\username

4. Click on “different user name” and then proceed to type your EECE user name and password, click ok when done (Do this step only if you log-in as a user other that yourself).

5. Make sure that “Reconnect at login” is NOT checked (Security reason: you don’t want everybody using your Unix drive).

6. Click “Finish” when done and your Unix drive is now mapped.


Caution:

If this does not work please contact the Student administrators office on the second floor EECE Bldg. Room 213  to enable the mapping ability to your Unix account.
